I. Meeting opened at 6:00 p.m.

Town Manager, Mr. Shane, suggested that each member introduce themselves and their backgrounds. We have a new member joining tonight, Mr. Jock McDonald.

Chairman Incze addressed the issue of two items that have been identified as possible 

issues within the ordinance.  The issues are:

 1. Off season storage of floats, ramps, and other pier accessories

2. Legal issues surrounding a set of stairs as a means to afford passage within the     
                                    
    intertidal zone (please see attached letter from Town Attorney Ken Cole) 

Mr. Dion asked if perhaps in section 423.3.4.C, part of the application process could 


Include; submission of a storage plan along with the other required documents.
Mr. McDonald feels that there should be concern with people storing floats in the intertidal areas.  
Chairman Incze has concern that the current ordinance does not have the wording to prevent ways from being used.  If they are used, they need to be used properly.  The committee should provide guidelines for people if the are used.

Mr. Shane explained 423.3.4.C should be more in a list format as follows:

structure elevations, high and low water elevations


b.
building materials to be used


c.
soil substrates


d.
habitat types


e.
property boundary surveys


f. 
plan for annual or seasonal installation and removal (storage) of


float,  ramp, and pier accessories

Mr. Shane requested that everyone do (tracking) changes and (reply all) with e-mails.

Discussion moved on to the second item, legal issues surrounding stairs with the intertidal zone.  Mr. McDonald suggested that the committee remove the “such as steps” from section 423.3.5, number 9.  
Mr. Shane suggested that the committee get an opinion from the Town Attorney as to liability issues if steps are required of the applicant.  
Mr. Perfetti commented that steps can be confusing and uninviting, “we need to keep the intertidal as free as possible.”  
Chairman Incze suggested that a specific height requirement could also be added.  Chairman Incze stated that the principal still stands that the applicant has to find a way for passage under the dock within the intertidal zone.

Mr. Shane talked about the possibility of having a joint meeting with the Shellfish 


Commission.  They would like some input with future applications for docks, piers, 
and floats.  Mr. Shane feels that it would be a great idea. Common interests could 
be discussed.  

Chairman Incze feels that the two committees are always at each others disposal.


Mr. Shane suggested that perhaps the council liaison be the same for both 


committees. Mr. Shane and Chairman Incze will try to schedule a meeting with the 
Shellfish Commission in July. 


Chairman Incze and Mr. Shane suggested a 1 hour meeting prior to the meeting with 

the Shellfish Commission to discuss common interests.


Chairman Incze and Mr. Shane will meet with Mr. Weiss to discuss the draft changes


supported unanimously by the commission members present.
