Chairman Incze opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.

II.
The commission reviewed the Searway application for a Wharfing Out Permit.  Peter

Spencer reviewed the project the commission and the history related to the original


Pier construction in 1999.  Chairman Incze reviewed the findings of section 423.3.5,


Approval Standards & Criteria.


SECTION 423.3.5 – APPROVAL STANDARDS AND CRITERIA 
The following standards shall apply to all piers, docks, wharves, floats, bridges, and other structures and uses extending over or beyond the normal high-water line of a water body, submerged lands or wetland:

.1
Access from shore shall be developed on land and soils appropriate for such use and constructed so as to control erosion.

The committee agreed standard has been met with the condition of inspection


for erosion along the embankment area in the spring, and that the applicant


address any erosion concerns.

.2
The location shall not unreasonably interfere with developed or natural beach areas.

.3
The facility shall be located so as not to unduly interfere with fisheries.

.4
The facility shall be no larger in dimension than necessary to carry on the activity and shall be consistent with the surrounding character and use of the area. 

The application is for a seasonal ramp and float to be stored off site at the applicants


boat yard on Chebeague Island, along with the existing float and ramp.
.5
No new structure shall be built on, over or abutting a pier, wharf, dock, bridge, float or other structure without an application and approval justifying the functionally water dependant use of said addition.

.6
No existing structure on, over or abutting a pier, wharf, dock, bridge, float or other structure shall be converted to a dwelling unit or any use other than a functionally water dependant use in any district.

Lighting on piers, wharves, docks, bridges, floats and other structures should be designed and installed to minimize negative impacts on other properties and safe navigation at night. Negative impacts include excessive lighting and unnecessary glare that can be a hazard to navigation.


Public and commercial facilities shall submit a lighting plan for review by the Planning Board for safety and compatibility with the proposed use. 

All lighting shall be in conformance with all Federal, State and local standards including Coast Guard Regulations for lighting of piers or wharves where applicable.

Except in the General Development District and Commercial Fisheries/Maritime Activities District, structures built on, over or abutting a pier, wharf, dock, bridge, float or other structure extending beyond the normal high-water line of a water body or within a wetland shall not exceed twenty (20) feet in height above the pier, wharf, dock or other structure.

.9       Structures shall not unduly interfere with passage along or within the intertidal zone in order to protect established colonial rights for fishing, fowling and navigation.  This may require accommodations such as steps or pier elevations that would allow passage over or beneath a structure.

.10      Where the applicant has applied for “group dock” and the waterfront structure proposed will serve more than one property, the property owners shall submit to the Town a proposed easement deed demonstrating that permanent access and maintenance rights shall be granted to the parties sharing the structure.  The parties shall submit to the Code Enforcement Officer proof of recording of the easement after its review and approval by the Town.

.11
Storage of floats, ramps, and pier accessories is prohibitied within the intertidal zone.

.12
Storage of floats, ramps and pier accessories must comply with all Federal, State, and


Local Shoreland Zoning rules and regulations.  

The commission by consensus agreed the approval standards and criteria have been met.

Motion by Mr. Dion, second by Mr. Williams, to accept the recommendation with the below 
listed conditions. 

.1
An  inspection occur prior to May 1, 2009, for erosion along the existing embankment area


of the pier and that any erosion areas be stabilized within 30 days of inspection.

.2
No float or ramp storage be allowed on the property or adjacent properties without an


approved Shoreland Zoning Application by the Planning Board. (See attached memo from


the Code Enforcement Officer).

.3
The commission recommends the existing pier application approved by the Code 


Enforcement Officer be accepted as compliant with local ordinances and regulations.
